Weõve come a long way in fifty years.   Nick 

Rohan was the first Director when the Center 

was housed in a store front in Downtown 

Monroe.   Virginia Melcher served next, 

followed by Aaron Simonton ð the Director 

from 1975 to 2010.   Their foresight and 

leadership helped shaped the Center so that 

after 50 years, it continues to be an active 

and vibrant òhome away from homeó for all 

Monroe County residents who are 55 years of 

age or older.  
 

After the store front locations, the Center 

moved into the United Way building that was 

on South Monroe Street  (the former Michigan 

Gas Company building).    And in 1978, the 

Center moved to its current location in the 

Mable Kehres Apartments.   We owe special 

thanks to State Representative Ray Kehres for 

his work in making that possible.  Former 

Monroe Township Supervisor, Jack 

Champion, was also instrumental in 

establishing the rental agreement.  
 

In the early days, the members got together 

primarily for lunch and socialization.   

Dorothy Diekman was the first cook ð followed 

by Ellen Gaines, Rose Post, and now Kim 

Cloum.    The meals continue to be a vital 

program at the Center ð providing nutritious 

meals at reasonable costs ð while talking with 

old friends and making new.  
 

Volunteers have always been a mainstay of 

the Center.   Emanuel Lieto was an early 

Board President who gave tirelessly to the 

Center.   Larry Miller provided over 30 years 

of service on the Board.    The people who 

have volunteered through the years to serve 

in leadership capacities on the Board are to 

be commended.

Engage! As a Volunteer  
Getting to know your Volunteer Coordinator   

My name is Margaret Nussbaum. In December of 2009 I married 
Christian Nussbaum, a volunteer here at the center. I have 3 
children, 6 grandchildren and 5 great grandchildren with number 6 
on the way in November. I have lived in the Michigan area all my 
life and in Monroe County for 8 years. I volunteer for the CASA 
program here in Monroe County and take Tai Kwon Do lessons. I 
retired and joined the Monroe Center for Healthy Aging volunteer 
program. Volunteering at the front desk was the beginning and 
eventually led to my becoming the Volunteer Coordinator.  

You may say to yourself, just what is a Volunteer Coordinator and 
what does one do.  A volunteer coordinator manages all elements of volunteering within 
their own organization. My role involves assessing our organizationôs needs and then 
meeting those needs through the recruitment, placement and retention of volunteers.  

As the Volunteer coordinator I manage volunteers and their relationship with those they 
come into contact with, including employees and service users of an organization. I also 
monitor, evaluate and accredit volunteers. 
 

Hereôs a list of my typical work activities: 

Å generating volunteer jobs; 

Å ensuring there is appropriate support and training for volunteers; 

Å promoting volunteering (internally and externally) through recruitment and publicity campaigns; 

Å recruiting volunteers and ensuring they are appropriately matched and trained for a position; 

Å monitoring, supporting, and motivating volunteers and their work; 

Å celebrating volunteerism by nominating volunteers for awards and organizing celebration events; 

Å offering advice and information to volunteers and external organizations through face-to-face, 

telephone and email contact; 

Å maintaining databases, and undertaking any other administrative duties.
